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The Centers for Medicare and Medicaid Services announced that it is eliminating the 3.1% transition adjuster in the ESRD Prospective Payment System. The agency said that it would revise the transition budget-neutrality adjustment in the ESRD PPS to reflect the actual number of dialysis clinics that elected to receive payment under the new bundle rather than projected elections. This results in a 0% adjustment for renal dialysis services furnished April 1, 2011 through Dec. 31, 2011.  

"We appreciate CMS' willingness to work with the kidney care community to address this important issue," the Kidney Care Partners said in a written statement. "Today's correction will help improve the lives of all Medicare beneficiaries on dialysis. KCP also appreciates the leadership of Senators Baucus, Conrad, Hatch and Grassley, as well as Reps. Boustany and Berkley for their attention to this critical issue."

CMS is accepting comments on this proposed change.
